An international Nuremberg:
Why?

Since the Middle Ages, Nuremberg has been well-
known for its internationality: Craftsmen and artists
from all over the world settled the city and Nuremberg
merchants sold their products throughout Europe.
After the Second World War, Nuremberg strove for
international contact as a contribution to international
understanding and European unity; Nuremberg has
dealt intensely with the past and the causes of the fact
that Nuremberg is associated with the terrors of the
Third Reich and has continuously developed its
human rights activities through manifold activities and
projects.

International contacts and networks are maintained in
all fields of everyday life with the support of a wide
range of people: There are the citizens, who
participate in different projects and initiatives of our
partner associations, and teachers who organize
school and student exchanges, as well as artists who
create and display their work in our twin and partner
cities. There are the scientists who co-operate with
foreign schools and universities, and experts from all
types of branches who share their knowledge and
best-practice with their colleagues in other countries.

Department of International
Relations

In 1991, the City of Nirnberg established an
independent Department of International Relations
directly answerable to the Lord Mayor with the aim
to effectively manage the relations abroad. Since
then, the Department of International Relations (IB)
has coordinated international contacts of the city. It
manages economic, cultural and administrative
projects and is responsible for the organization of
Nuremberg’s twin city partnerships. In addition, IB
handles Nuremberg’s participation in the European
City Network EUROCITIES and organizes major
projects like the Hermann Kesten Scholarship, the
Twin City Summer Festival, the International
Christmas Market and the visit of former Nuremberg
citizens of Jewish belief.
